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Guidelines for applying for NRF Slippage 2006/07

NRF projects are invited to extend their activity by applying for slippage money as follows:

1. Existing
 NRF projects can apply for further funding to extend their activity.  Projects can apply for no more than 50% of their 06/07 allocation, up to a maximum of £15,000.

2. Proposed activity should meet need (as per the relevant NRF target) in the priority neighbourhoods, in particular the ‘hotspot’ areas. 

3. Activity should involve quick spend. Projects will not be informed they have the funding until January 15th 2007 at the earliest and must spend funding by 31st March 2007.

4. The existing NRF Project should be considered ‘well run’ (see Appendix 1)

What is this funding for?

Activity or resources that will better enable you to deliver or add value to your project or that will help ensure its long-term sustainability. Last financial year this included:

· Research surveys

· Training 

· Leaflets / brochures

· Equipment and supplies 

Applications, the Process and Timescales:

You should complete the application form sent with these guidelines and return it to the NRF Team by 13th November 2006.   You will find a brief explanation of the system and timescales that apply below:

Appendix 1
1. Claims, workbooks and accompanying evidence/paperwork received by the relevant deadline
2. Satisfactory resolution to queries regarding any of the above to take place within two exchanges of e-mails/phone calls/letters
3. Response to any queries or requests for information (e.g. regarding claims) or requests for monitoring visits within seven working days.
4. Invoices raised from a different location to the claim source to be received within 10 working days of claim deadline
5. Invoices correctly made out.

Bids at the top of the prioritised list allocated any slippage identified to date.  After this, funding will be allocated, as slippage is identified, to the next project on the prioritised list that has sufficient time to spend before 31st March 2007.

22nd November 2006


Applications put into a ‘prioritised list’ by panel.








13th November 2006


Deadline for the receipt of application forms.
